The foster parent may bring the child if they know the child well enough to provide 

information regarding the presenting problem.  If that is not possible, we ask that the caseworker come with the child for the first appointment.  It is important that the person who knows the child’s concerns for treatment as well social history attend the initial assessment as this is our opportunity to complete a thorough diagnostic assessment.

Please send the following information to our Access to Care department:
· A signed copy of the Consent for Treatment and Financial Authorization

· The Intake Referral Information Page

· A Medical History with any information you might have available

· A Social/Family History is helpful if available
· A copy of the current Custody Order or a statement on agency letterhead

MANDATORY.  It must be received before an appointment will be scheduled. 

· A Release of Information for the foster parent unless it is requested that they not be a part of the assessment or treatment process.  Any additional releases for other persons, agencies, or schools should be included.  A release of information is not necessary between Samaritan Behavioral Health and your organization since you have custody of the child.  Release forms can be photocopied.
